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Child Safe Code of Conduct 
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● use inappropriate language with or show inappropriate images to children or young 
people 

● express personal views on cultures, race or sexuality in the presence of children or 
young people 

● discriminate against any child or young person, including because of age, gender, race, 
culture, vulnerability, sexuality, ethnicity or disability  

● have contact with a child, young person or their family outside of school without the 
knowledge and permission of the Principal or her delegate for the purpose of the 
service you are providing to the student. (e.g. after-hours tutoring, private instrumental 
lessons or sport coaching) 

● initiate unnecessary online contact through video conferencing with a child or young 
person  

● have any personal or direct online contact with a child, young person or their family 
unless approved by the Principal  

● exchange personal contact details such as personal phone number, social networking 
sites or email addresses unless you are a third-party provider that is approved by the 
College. 

● photograph or video a child or young person without the consent of the parent or 
guardians  

● work with children or young people while under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs  
● consume alcohol or drugs at school or at school events in the presence of children or 

young people unless it is approved by the Principal.
